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Abstract (Times New Roman 12 bold)

A concise abstract is required (about 200 words). The abstract should be informative and state briefly the aim of the research, the principal results, and major conclusions. An abstract is often presented separately from the article, thus it must be able to stand alone (completely self-explanatory). References should not be cited, but if essential, then cite the author(s) and year(s). Abbreviations should be avoided, but if essential, they must be defined at their first mention. (Arial 10 Line Spacing 1)

Keywords : is about five words, covering scientific and local name (if any), research theme, and special methods which used; and sorted from A to Z. (Arial 10 bold Italic)
I. INTRODUCTION (12 pt)
Introduction is about 400-600 words, covering the aims of the research and provide an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results. Indicate the aims of research in the last paragraph. (TNR 12 pt, line spacing 1.15, justify, A4 paper, margin up 4cm, right/left/bottom 3cm).

II. RESEARCH METHODS (12 pt)
A. Study area 
Explanation of study area and the time.
B. Materials research
Explanation of materials, specification of tools used and questionnaire used in the study.
C. Procedures
Explanations of procedures/ methods of data collections/ sampling techniques / research procedures.
D. Data Analysis
Explanation of the analysis model applied to interpret data, especially analysis using statistical models.
III. RESULTS AND DISCUSSION 
Results and Discussion should be written as a series of connecting sentences, however, for manuscript with long discussion should be divided into subtitles. Results should be clear and concise.
Explanation of research results (data). Data can be presented in tabular and / or figure form (table / picture position: symmetrical / justify). Data analysis (interpretation of data, including statistical analysis, as well as an explanation the meaning of analysis).  Scientific discussion and / or comparison with the results of other researchers (similar studies).

Results and discussion is a unit (not separate in different sub); so a parameter is presented and discussed directly. Thus the results and discussion sub-section are research parameters / variables.  
IV. CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATION
A. Conclusions
Contains evidence of the achievement of objectives, and answers to hypotheses, as well as other things that are considered necessary (valuable). If the conclusions are more than one, it can present point by point.
B. Recommendations
Suggestions are based on research results; can be addressed to other researchers, the public (who can utilize the results of research), or to improve management.
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
